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German – Jordanian Workshop  ”Energy and Alternative Fuels” 
 
The second German – Jordanian Workshop „Energy and Alternative Fuels“ took 
place from the 12th to the 16th  October 2009 at the State University of Jordan and at 
the private Al – Zaytoonah University in Amman, Jordan, with the sponsorship of the 
German Research Foundation and the Jordanian Higher Council for Science and 
Technology (HCST).
